Idioms WebQuest

When you finish this WebQuest, you will be able to define, recognize, and explain idioms.

1.  Start at this website  http://www.idiomconnection.com/whatis.html#A2.

2.   Scroll down to the subheading “What is an idiom?”  Read that section carefully and based on what you have read, write your own brief definition of an idiom on a Word document that you start now to be used as your assignment sheet.  Put your name at the top of the page and make this questions number one.

3.  Now go to this website:  http://www.eslcafe.com/idioms/ 

4.  Begin by clicking on the first choice that says “complete list.”  Begin by briefly      

looking through all the idioms.  Have you heard most of them?  Do you use them often?  

5.  Notice that the lists are grouped alphabetically by their first letter.  Now start at the list under the first letter of your first name and out of the next five to seven lists (or letters), choose five idioms that are new to you for which you do not already know the meaning.  Copy and paste those five idioms on your assignment page.

6.  Now go back to the home page, http://www.eslcafe.com/idioms/, and choose the second option – “meanings and examples.”  ( http://www.eslcafe.com/idioms/id-mngs.html)  Look up the meanings for your five new idioms and add the meanings to your idioms.  

 7.  Now go to this website http://www.pride-unlimited.com/probono/idioms1.html.

 Starting with the section that begins with the first letter of your last name, spend some time looking at the origins of different idioms.  Pick out your two favorite explanations and copy and paste them (along with the idiom) on that next section of your assignment sheet.  Be prepared to share one of these with the rest of the class.
