	Students will view 3 video quizzes as preassessments from Seeds of Liberty: Causes of the American Revolution (United Streaming) that cover 1. Early Colonial Life and the British Influence; 2. the French and Indian War; 3. The Quartering Act and the Stamp Act. Students will gain knowledge inbetween each video quiz related to each topic. Students will use a checklist to complete their project for the wax museum. Students will be evaluated on their presentation with a 7 part rubric which covers content, organization, mechanics, attractiveness, sources, oral presentation and props/costume.

· Students will listen to three video quizzes to determine their prior knowledge about the causes of the Revolutionary War.
· Students will read and take notes about the American Revolution in the Social Studies book (Ch. 11, 12, 13)
· Students will research a famous American Revolutionary person using various reference materials.(internet, Encyclopedia, library books, etc.)
· Students will gather materials to dress in costume as their Revolutionary person.

· Students will create a powerpoint using the checklist as a guide.
· Students will give oral presentations to other students as part of a wax museum. Students will be in character when they present.
· Students will share their powerpoint with an audience.

· Students will take a test over the material learned

	Procedures 

	Introduction- (One 45 minutes session)
Show the Constitution and the Bill of Rights. Discuss what they are.

1.ESSENTIAL QUESTION: How do the results of the Revolutionary War affect us today? 
Show some British symbols from today.

2.UNIT QUESTION: What would America be like if England had won the war?

Discuss with the class how our lives would be different if the British had won the war. How would we dress? How would we run our government (with a king and queen?)? How would our flag look? What would we say instead of the pledge of allegiance?

3.UNIT QUESTION: Who were the famous Revolutionary Heroes that affected the outcome of the war? 
Have students take out a piece of paper and write down any famous Revolutionary War Heroes they know and what they did.
4. Students will view 3 video quizzes as preassessments from Seeds of Liberty: Causes of the American Revolution (United Streaming) that cover 1. Early Colonial Life and the British Influence; 2. the French and Indian War; 3. The Quartering Act and the Stamp Act. Students will gain knowledge in between each video quiz related to each topic.

Building Background- (Five 45 minutes sessions)
Content Questions: What artifacts symbolize the Revolutionary War? What were the causes of the Revolutionary War? What were the effects of the Revolutionary War?  

1. Read and take notes from America and Its Neighbors
Ch. 5 Trouble with France pp. 101-104 Discuss French and Indian War

Vocabulary: territory, allies, treaty

Ch. 5 Trouble with Britain pp. 105-111 Discuss sugar act, stamp act, Townshend acts, Quartering act, Boston massacre, Boston tea party

Vocabulary: proclamation, Parliament, smuggler, boycott, repeal, quarter, massacre,blockade

Causes of war: proclamation of 1763, taxes placed on sugar, paper, glass, tea, etc. without asking colonists; colonists forced to give housing to soldiers without being asked; killing unarmed colonists in Boston massacre; British blockade the harbor and ruin Boston trade

Artifacts that symbolize beginning of Revolution: proclamation of 1763, sugar, tea, Paul Revere’s drawing of Boston Massacre, a tax stamp with a skull and cross bones, 

Ch. 6 Preparing for War pp. 113-116. Discuss the British soldiers marching from Lexington to Concord, the Battle of Bunker Hill, and the Continental Congress’s decision to declare independence in 1776.

Vocabulary: minutemen, patriot, Tory, revolution, Continental Congress

Causes of the continuing war: battle, Declaration of Independence

Artifacts that symbolize Revolution: lighted lantern, gun, flying the colonial flag (13 stars), holding a letter opener to the chest and saying “Give me liberty or give me death.” , Declaration of Independence

Ch. 6 Defending the Nation pp. 118-121. Discuss Washington’s retreat to Pennsylvania, Victory at Saratoga, Valley Forge, War at Sea, Treaty of Paris

Vocabulary: Hessian, surrender, merchant ships, surrounded

Effects of the war: America was free to form a new nation, Colonists were free from taxes by the British, America was free to trade with other countries, Colonists were free to expand their territories,

Artifacts that symbolize Revolution: feet wrapped in rags, Washington rowing across the Delaware River, ripped up clothing, ships battling at sea, Treaty of Paris, map of new territories won

Ch. 6 Everyone Helps pp. 122-124 Discuss others who helped fight for independence.

Vocabulary: 

Artifacts that symbolize Revolution: cannon, pitcher of water, sword, musket

Taking Notes on a Revolutionary War Figure- (Seven 45 minutes sessions)

Have them think about how to present their information. Examples include giving a live presentation as a colonist or the person being researched, dressing up and being videotaped presenting the report or acting as a current day reporter with a power point presentation.
